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Charles Wesley was born in England in 1708. He was the youngest, as the 18th child of Samuel and Susanna Wesley.

He and his older brother John were among the founders of the Methodist movement, which brought many to Christ with their passion for living Holy lives combined with a brave new unthinkable tactic: singing and preaching, not just in the church, but outside it’s walls in public places!

He wrote over 6,000 hymns during his life, and “O For A Thousand Tongues To Sing” has become one of his most famous, although it was originally verse 7 of the 19 verse song!
