Let’s talk some logistics here:

Schedule: (note the changes)

Monday-Thursday 9-4

Friday 9-12 and then we’ll take a break and get ready final concert, soundcheck at 6:30 and the concert will start at 7pm.

Content:

The structure of each days events will vary depending on the energy level I sense in the room(s), but you can be sure that we will have a variety of practice time, music teaching time, technical teaching time, theology teaching time, lunch & snacks and short breaks to just shake loose and goof off.

Discipline:

I don’t even like mentioning it and I really don’t foresee any problems in this area at all, but I’d rather say it up front, just to make it clear.  If you are disrespectful and unwilling to do what the leaders ask, you’re parents will be called and you may be asked to leave.  We are all going to have a great time, so let’s just all stay submissive to Christ, our Lord.

Food:

I am hoping that everyone can bring their own sack lunch for the day.

In addition, I am hoping we can do a rotation of snacks.  If every family can provide snacks for the 10 campers and +-7 teachers one time, then I think we will have all the fuel that we need to keep powering through!  I put the “schedule” next to the names, so if that’s a problem for anyone, let me know.

What to bring?

You are welcome to bring any instruments of your own.  We have lots of equipment here, but if you have an instrument, bring it along!  Better to have too many guitars, cellos, saxophones, …. than not enough!  If you have a metronome or laptop or mp3 player or something that you want some training or instruction on, bring that too.  There is some free software that I would love to help your students download on your laptops, if you want to send them with it.  Also, if you have a pair of headphones that you are comfortable with, bring those along too.   We have a digital monitor mixing system that you plug in your headphones to in order to listen.  We have headphones here, but if you have a pair that are particularly comfortable, please bring them.  I’d also like to ask you to bring your favorite Bible too.  So, here’s the checklist:

-Laptop, electronics, …

-Headphones
